- “General’s Charcoal” brand pencils - HB, 2B, 4B in black, one WHITE   
   and one SANGUINE(red brown).  
 
- Kneaded eraser.  
 
- Set of Pastels in a variety of natural(portrait) colours. e.g. Nupastel  
   brand. Including white. 
 
- Pencil sharpener. 
 
- Masking tape. 
 
- Canvas for painting. 24 x 30” or larger. 1 minimum, 2 if  
   independent project is on canvas.
